on Site 4, that nobody wants to give up any time there.
Saturday morning dawned with everyone excited to get started
with the flying competition.

Conditions were near perfect on Saturday for the flying
portion of RC Scale competition. Unless you are flying in Fun
Scale, you receive half of your score from static points and the
other half from the average of your two best flight scores.

As with pretty much all Scale competition, Fun Scale had
the most competitors again this year. Terry Nitsch currently is
in first place after three rounds of flight competition. In Team
Scale, Frank Noll and Mike Barbee are sitting in the first spot
with Mike’s /s-scale FM Wildcat.

In Expert class, Mike Barbee is once again in first place with
his T-34. Both the T-34 and the Wildcat are Bob Patton designs.

In Sportsman class, Mike Wartman and his Top Flite P-47
are in first place. Veteran Scale competitor Hal Parenti is in
first place so far in Designer Scale, with Larry Botsford close
behind.

Johnny Hunt from Texas is in first place in Fun Scale Novice
with his P-47, which was easily the most popular aircraft at
this, and pretty much any, Scale competition.

Saturday was an eventful day on the flightline, with several
planes lost or damaged.

e got a really early start with the
flying on Saturday with a pilots’
meeting at 7 a.m. The weather

for flying couldn’t have been better on
Saturday—with light wind and clear skies. The
temperature got warm, but everyone got their
flights in.

Some models were damaged by hard
landings. Because most pilots brought more
than one aircraft, pilots kept busy getting
ready to fly between the two circles. In some
cases, we had to adjust the flight schedule to
work for everyone.

This is the day where you get your first
flight in and find out what your static score
is. At this point, you get an idea of what your
overall score might be and what you can do
with your flight score to improve your overall
score. All of the events except 1/2A Scale take
the average of the two best flight scores to
calculate the overall score. Pilots can decide
if they want to fly just two flights or if they
need to fly some on Sunday to improve their
average flight score.

Mike McCarthy got his CallAir A-9 flying
and did well. He asked me to fly his model as
a proxy pilot for the second flight, and I was
able to after he showed me how he set up
the controls. This model flies well and has no

nasty habits. He uses down-the-line electronic
controls for flaps and throttle and it is an
impressive model to fly. He earned the High
Static award in Authentic Scale.

At the Saturday night NASA Scale banquet,
the High Static awards were presented in all
of the categories except Fun Scale. &=t
