Here are the fi nal results after three days 
of fl ying:

Class 1: David Snow and Wes Minear 
had a good battle at the top. They kept 
swapping the lead early in the event, 
with David pulling away at the end with 
some solid fl ights to lock in the top spot. 
Wes fi nished in second by less than 60 
normalized points. Christopher Diamante 
rounded out the top three.

Class 2: Like Class 1, there was a battle 
at the top. James Hall and Robert Montee 

fought it out with James winning four 
rounds to Robert’s three—putting James on 
top by only 40 normalized points. Bernard 
Shaw rounded out the top three.

Class 3: Only had one competitor, 
Charles Anderson. Needless to say, he was 
crazy busy with setting up for the IRCHA 
Jamboree, so he only did one fl ight to 
offi  cially put up a score. Maybe next year 
we can fi nd a way to organize his schedule 
and rounds a little better.

Nob won by only 30 normalized 
points.

Second and third places were a battle 
between Darrell Sprayberry and Michael 
Zaborowski, with Darrell getting it done in 
the end.

F3N: Will fi nish today at noon at the 

IRCHA Jamboree. First place currently is 
held down by Jamie Robertson, second by 
Christopher Diamanti, and third by Mike 
Dipalo. Final results will be posted after the 
last round at 1 p.m.
